In conversation, people generally talk about the same topic. We ask questions
and we make comments about the topic. Questions are sentences that start with
WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, or WHY words. People can give an answer to
guestions on the topic. Comments are sentences that tell about what | think, how
| feel, or tell about how the topic relates to me. Make sure you are a good
listener. Demonstrate active listening and try not to interrupt while the other
person is speaking.

Remember! A good conversation is a “two way street.”
