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Abstract:

In this talk, Dr. Nieto presented on a year-long inquiry group in which she participated
with a small group of Boston high school teachers. Her purpose in conducting this
research was to explore what it is that keeps veteran teachers engaged, committed, and
excited about teaching, especially in financially strapped urban schools. Dr. Nieto
discussed the major findings of this study, enumerating a number of implications for
teacher education, public schools, and public policy.
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
