TENT CONCENTRATION AND INITIATIVE WHEN THEY ARE READY. | CONTRAST THIS
TRADITION OF SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN'S LEARNING WITH SPECIALIZED LESSONS OUT
OF THE CONTEXT OF PRODUCTIVE ACTIVITY - WHICH ARE OFTEN ORGANIZED AS
'ASSEMBLY-LINE' PREPARATION OF CHILDREN FOR EVENTUAL ADULT ROLES. USE OF
THE TWO TRADITIONS RELATES TO HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL DIFFERENCES IN CHIL-
DREN'S OPPORTUNITIES TO PARTICIPATE IN CULTURAL ACTIVITIES AND THEIR SEGRE-
GATION IN AGE-SPECIFIC CHILD-FOCUSED SETTINGS SUCH AS COMPULSORY, EXTEN-
SIVE SCHOOLING. | WILL ILLUSTRATE THESE IDEAS WITH RESEARCH IN GUATEMALAN
