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The Community of Teachers (CoT) program is an alternative teacher licensure program for teacher candidates of
any middle school/junior high/high school subject area. This is generally a two-year program. CoT prepares
teachers who value the empowerment of individuals, the personalization of learning settings, and learning
experiences based in the real world of schools and communities. CoT acts on these values by providing its
teacher candidates with extended practicum experiences during their preparation. Completion of the program is
not accomplished by accumulating course credits. Rather, students demonstrate, whenever possible, their actual

performance as teachers in school settings.

Note: 15 credits is the maximum number of credits that can be earned as a
certification-only student and still be used toward a master's degree.

Students should apply for the master's degree before earning more than 15
credits in order to use further certification credits toward a master's degree.
